Reposition bedridden
patients.
Answer patient calls to
determine patients' needs.
Help patients eat or drink.
Measure and record food
and liquid intake.
Help patients perform
daily living activities, such
as getting out of bed,
bathing, dressing, using
the toilet, standing,
walking or exercising.

Record medical info & vital
signs.
Administer meds &
monitor for reactions/side
effects.
Maintain accurate,
detailed reports/records.
Monitor, record & report
symptoms or changes.
Provide healthcare, first
aid, immunizations in
schools, hospitals or
industry.
